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Reducing and Valuing Our Waste 

Solving the waste problem in Martinique requires a real effort to reduce it "at the source." Producing less waste today is the only long-
term solution to prevent overloading our infrastructure and save our environmental capital. 

 

5 Fundamental Actions 

1. Composting: To easily make compost at home — and at the Organic Waste Valorization Center — from organic waste 
(vegetables, food scraps…). 

2. Sorting: By adopting good habits in daily and professional life (separating waste types, placing them in the right bins, recycling 
centers, etc.). 

3. Reuse: Instead of throwing away, give a new life to used items by repairing them before buying new ones. 

4. Smart Shopping: When shopping, choose less packaging, avoid waste, and save money. 

5. Stop Advertising: To avoid numerous advertisements that often end up as non-recycled waste with household garbage. 

 

 

PORT OF LE MARIN offers you two "Clean Points" for voluntary drop-offs for your waste. 
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What Should We Do with Our Waste? 
Depending on their nature, our waste follows very specific processing channels. 
 
Household Waste 
Non-recyclable plastics 
(yogurt pots, plastic wrap), food leftovers, contaminated recyclable waste 
(greasy pizza boxes), sanitary textiles 
(diapers). 
→ To be placed in the non-recyclable waste bin (gray or blue lid). 
 
Packaging, Newspapers 
Recyclable plastic, cardboard, paper, metal. 
→ To be placed in the yellow-lid recycling bin and yellow collection points. 
 
Glass Waste 
Bottles, jars. 
→ To be placed in green glass recycling container. 

 
Light bulbs, screens, computer equipment, phones. 
→ To be taken to the recycling center. 

 
Hazardous Waste 
Batteries, healthcare waste, medicines, X-rays, chemical products. 
→ To be taken to the recycling center. 
 
Bulky Waste 
Furniture, branches, green waste, etc. 
→ To be taken to the recycling center or collected by municipal pickup 
(check with your local town hall for collection days and times). 
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
